Objectives of the programme

Course content

A student follows the programme by electing one of the
following options below:

Programme: Coursework with mini-dissertation
This programme commences in February every year and
consists of two coursework modules (each with an examina
tion written at the end of the module) and a mini-disserta-
tion. The two coursework modules are focused on the
content of the Chartered Institute of Management Account-
ing (CIMA) strategic level subjects.
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The mini-dissertation must be focused on a management
accounting topic of the student’s interest and choice (the
choice of topic may, however, in some instances be limited
by expertise of study leaders available).

Recognition for prior learning

Students, who have already passed the CIMA Strategic Level
objective assessments, may apply for recognition of prior
learning.

Programme: Dissertation only

This programme consists entirely of a dissertation on a
management accounting topic of the student’s interest and
choice (the choice of topic may, however, in some instances
be limited by expertise of study leaders available).
